c. Two letters of reference (at least one must come from your immediate supervisor or another faculty member with extensive knowledge of applicant’s academic history and performance and must document how the candidate’s dissertation research fits into ongoing research programs in the department).

4. Applicants must ensure that scanned copies of any documents are legible 

5. All application materials must be received by January 15, 2010 for the application to be considered.
